1) Certified copies of your qualifications and curriculum vitae in English version
2) Certified copies of the page from passports showing the photo and details

3) Letter from the Education provider in the home country advising that the practical
experience, research or observation is a requirement of that course (this is optional)

After receiving and examining the required documents, the university will issue a three to six
month study leave. Volunteers should present this letter and other required document for
Australian embassy (financial support) to receive the visa for Australia.

The living expense in Australia is on the students and the grant that the university is paying is
500 dollars per month.
